Market runs Tuesdays, 3-7pm, thru Sept. 26 )

Renton Farmers Market opens its 22nd season
downtown on Tuesday, June 6, at 3 p.m. in Piazza Park.
The market is open every Tuesday from 3 to 7 p.m.
through September 26.

In its booths, you'll find the best in locally grown
flowers, fruits, and vegetables; fresh baked goods;
meats and cheeses; wines; ciders; and handmade crafts.
In addition, the Kid's Patch activity area returns, and
there's live music courtesy of the Renton Municipal Arts
Commission, cooking demonstrations, and tips from
WSU's Master Gardeners each week. The Kid's Passport
program starts when the school year is over.

Eligible shoppers can use the SNAP/EBT Match
program. SNAP/EBT shoppers’ purchases are matched
dollar-for-dollar, up to $25 at each market. As a result,
SNAP/EBT effectively doubles their buying power and
provides additional revenue for Washington family
farmers.

Logan Street, between Piazza Park and Market West, is
closed to traffic during the market, creating a
pedestrian-friendly environment.

Metro's Renton Transit Center is
immediately north of the market, providing bus access
via several dozen routes.

Burning for land

clearing and of yard
debris is prohibited.

Stage 1 Burn Ban in effect

With a forecast of dry conditions, on June 1, the King
County Fire Marshal issued a Stage 1 burn ban until
further notice. The ban applies to all outdoor land
clearing and residential yard debris burning.

Requirements under the Stage 1 Burn Ban are as
follows:

o Firewood is to be seasoned and dry.

o Fires must be built in a metal or concrete fire pit,
such as those typically found in designated
campgrounds, and are not to be used as debris
disposal.

e Fires must not grow larger than three feet in
diameter.

o Fires must be in a clear spot free from
vegetation for at least 10 feet in a horizontal
direction, including at least 25 feet away from
any structure, and allow 20-foot vertical
clearance from overhanging branches.

o Recreational fires shall always be attended by an
alert individual, and there must always be

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equipment capable of extinguishing the fire; this
includes a shovel and a 5-gallon bucket of water
or a connected and charged water hose.

o Campfires are to be entirely extinguished by
pouring water or moist soil in them and stirring
with a shovel until all parts are cool to the touch.
The use of self-contained camp stoves is
encouraged as an alternative.

o No burning when winds exceed 15 mph.

e Bias ply, steel belted, and studded tires only
e Tires must be off rims

e Limit of 10 tires per load

Styrofoam
e Styrofoam peanuts and bubble wrap
e Bagged packing peanuts

e Clean white block Styrofoam (look for #6 or EPS
inside the recycle symbol)

The city will also collect non-perishable food items for
distribution to Renton-area food banks.

We reserve the right to refuse oversized vehicles or
unacceptable materials/items. This event will not
accept business waste. Vehicles will be allowed entry
only from southbound Monroe Avenue NE. King
County's waste reduction and recycling program
provides funding for these events.
